CAMPAIGN FACTS 
St Georges' is an historic circular building based on a 5th Century Greek church and also modelled on Shakespeares' Globe Theatre.  It was built in 1867.  In the 1960s  St Georges Church was built nearby, as a better space for religious services, and the building was sold to a private individual who ran it as a theatre.

Sadly, this Grade II listed building has been left unused for nearly four years.   St Georges Theatre Development Trust campaigned to Islington Council to keep the building available for the community, but no funds were available from the council and it came on the open market and was sold for just over £1 million to a church group called “House on the Rock” who are based in Wembley.  In anticipation of failure they have already put it on the market for £1.3 million.

Architectural Plans being considered by a group of Councillors at this meeting would alter the structure of the building and change its use back into a church.  Only 100 neighbouring households were informed of these plans by Islington Council.  The new owners say they will to rent the buildiing to groups who wish to use it for £100 an hour or £800 a day, but will not allow activities they consider offensive - so it will in practice be unavailable to the community. If these plans are approved there will also be severe parking problems.

Circle Community, who are environmental campaigners, have occupied the building since September 2004.  They have carried out much-needed repairs, are keeping it clean and warm, and holding fund-raising events in which anyone can participate free of charge.  They have created a space in which people have come together and formed a new campaign – this is supported by Save London’s Theatres Campaign and many others: please join us at this meeting.
ALTERNATIVE PLANS
What we need to do is to 

• oppose the change of use (from a theatre) at this meeting

• form a Community Land Partnership to buy back the property

• develop new plans which allow the community to use this space
